What to Bring

Clothing
Tennis Shoes (With closed backs & heels)
Water Shoes
Shorts
T-Shirt
Swimsuit
Rain Jacket (If the weather calls for rain
that day)

*We Recommend sending your camper with
their swimsuit on - and under clothes- to help
our counselors during transition time.

In their backpack
Bible, Small Notebook, Pen/Pencil
1 Beach Towel
Sunscreen, Bug Spray
Water Bottle (With Campers Name)
Extra set of clothes in case they get really
dirty or wet

Other Items
*Regular or Prescription Medication (In
original container)Stationary, Envelopes,
Stamps
Camera (not a cellphone)
Plastic Bag for Wet Items

*Prescription Medications and aids (such as an inhaler, EpiPen, etc.) should be brought in the original container

with the current prescription label attached. Medication will be checked in upon arrival and will be dispensed by
the Camp Nurse as prescribed. If a camper is taking the medication against the methods prescribed on the label,

a signed note from the camper’s physician will be required. The Camp Nurse will be available to dispense
over-the-counter medications provided by the camp as necessary (such as pain medicine, bandages, etc.).
